Some broad basic questions to get you started.  Not all these questions will pertain to you:

Did you belong to a particular family?  Which one?

What was your rule like?  Peaceful?  Warring?

What are your accomplishments?

What was your relationship with parliament like?

What problems occurred during your reign?

How would you describe your kingship?

At the bottom of each set of interview questions write the person whom you interviewed and rate him/her on a scale of one to ten on how well they knew the questions you asked and the answers.
