Creating a bill

Bills are discussed everyday congress is in session and also when it is not.  Some bills pertain to a specific city or state, while others affect the entire US and even the world.  You are to research and write a bill that you believe is important to the United States, not just Hanover-Horton or Michigan.  You will be a representative from any state you desire.  You will have to create a bill on the topic of your choosing and my approval and present it to your committee.

Parts to include (use the example as a guide):

1. Name, number, state, house, date of bill

2. Number every line of actual body of bill

3. Enactment – what do you want done and how will it be accomplished

4. Appropriations – will the bill need any money?  If so how much, remember people must be paid.  

5. Commission  - will this bill be reviewed or will it be investigated to determine what will be needed

6. Data – proof of why your bill should be supported

Grades:

1. Your bill must be typed and researched (you will have a limited time for researching your bill)  50 pts.

a. Not typed –10 points

b. No data – 15 points

2. Research time 15 pts.

a. time wasted will be minus 5 each time

b. Minimizing or quickly closing a window will result in the above each time it occurs

3. Presentation 20 pts.

a. professionally presented

b. able to answer questions about the bill

c. covered all areas relating to the bill.  Don’t be like your representatives and create an unfounded mandate.

4. There will be other assignments associated with this for points.

5.  Works Cited page
10 pts.  If you do not do, you lose points for the rest.  If your sites are inactive you lose above points as well.
