2.  Realism – how well does it promote national interests

3.  Neoisolationism – keep foreign involvement to a minimum; adversely affects other nations

Joint Chiefs of Staff Navy Admiral Mike Mullen

Controlled by civilians – protect freedom in US so no military coup

State Dept.: Condolezza Rice

Generally more diplomatic 

Establish and maintain embassies – diplomatic centers  and consulates – US commerce

Issues passports (travel out of country) and visas (seals on foreign passports to let people in)

Ambassador – not what you know its who you know

CIA- Central Intelligence Agency: Director Micahel Hayden

Gathers information on issues around the world sometimes covert

Analyzes the information and tells president NSC of its findings
