In order to understand what we will be doing and what is required of you this year in Major Wars you have just received a short modified syllabus. Description of the course:

Don’t complain; it irritates me to the point of giving you more notes, homework, quizzes, tests, etc.  Think it over.  Many of the projects you or your classmates do will end up on the test.  I may or may not remind you of this, so consider this your warning.  If you fall behind or do not understand something your tests will hurt you.  For many of you, your tests will be very challenging and require great understanding and studying.  
Expectations:

There are many expectations I have of you and I would hope you have for me.  The one that can be the most difficult for me to create is that of self-motivation.  There will be many times where you are responsible to a group, the class or yourself.  You must be willing to participate in activities whether verbally or physically.  If you cannot or will not do this then this is not the class for you.   We will be respectful, understanding, and fair to every student.  I expect to be treated the same.  I will attempt to make the class enjoyable but at the same time help us to learn something new every day.  Try to explain things to the best of my ability and have patience at the same time.  Listen to the students while keeping an open mind to all of your ideas.  I will disagree with you, but not belittle you for your opinions.  To help you prepare for a test we will have review time and a study guide.  I will also offer 1-on-1 help to any student who needs it; I don’t want anyone to fail.  Tests will be challenging for some and include several page essays.

Behavior policy:  My class will be run according to the new meanness/bullying program.
Grading:

Grades will be determined according to a strict percentage scale. Assignments, projects, and quizzes will be worth a certain number of points.  There will be a few tests throughout the year that you will not be able to make up.  I may round grades at .7 if you put in the effort and desire to earn it.  

Makeup Work:

Work missed from an absence is your responsibility. You have 1 day for every day you were out. Do not PROCRASTINATE!  Tests must be made up after school or the next day during the checking of the test.  The redoing of an assignment/test/project etc. will be left up to my discretion.  Do your work properly the first time.  
Missing a test may require you to take a different test that may or may not conform to your study guide.  If you were absent during a review period and are present during the test date, you will take the test.

Materials:

Notebook or paper for notes (I would suggest a 70-sheet notebook for taking notes. Imagine that!)

Pen/pencil

Folder (needed for homework, tests, and this paper)

Plagiarism: Plain and simple it will not be tolerated. If you copy anything and do not give credit to that source you will receive a zero. Homework may be done together but not copied.  This means someone may clarify a question, possibly help you find an answer, not give a classmate your assignment to copy.  Identical homework will earn zeroes.  Papers, tests, activities are to be done on your own unless told otherwise.  None of this can be made up.  Zeroes on tests or papers can easily decrease you G.P.A. by one letter or more.  Plagiarism is continually a problem.  Anything over four words must be in quotes.  Ideas and content must be given due credit.  Excessive plagiarism on a paper will result in a zero.  All works involving research must include a work cited and in text citations.  

Leaving the class:  

In order to leave the class, one pass is available.  I only allow one person to go to the bathroom at a time.  If you constantly need to go to the bathroom, have a parent/doctor write me a note about your condition.  Otherwise, you will not be going.  You will need to sign out and sign in, Failure to return with the pass or in a realistic amount of time will earn grounding.  The sheet will be by the door.  If you do not return with the pass or it is destroyed, a referral will be sent to the office and it will count as malicious destruction of property.

Sub behavior:  

I emphatically demand that your behavior when subs are here is much better than when I have you in class.  This is on your best day, by the way.  Violation of this policy will be at least 1 hr. after school.  If you cannot be here after school, do not have your name written down.   Extra credit may be offered based on sub report.   


Detention:  

If you happen to earn a detention and do not show up, you will need to come the next day for double the amount of time. You must fulfill your detention time 48 hours from time of the offense.  Failure to do so will receive a referral and you will need to spend the time in the office.  

Class itself:  If there is a specific topic you want to study, let me know.  This is an elective class. Therefore, I am a little more flexible with the content than normal.  There is no book for this class, so your information will be from notes (if you don’t like to take notes, I would suggest getting out now), projects, readings, research.  Due to the explosion of the information age, you will hopefully teach me as well.  
Cell Phones/Miscellaneous:  

Water and gum are acceptable.  You are not allowed to access your cell phone/electronic device (tablet) in class unless given permission.  If the phone/electronic device is visible during a test, that is considered cheating and will result in a zero.
