Hundred Year’s War with Joan of Arc Webquests


As part of our study of the Hundred Year’s War and with great emphasis, Joan of Arc, we are going to try a modified webquest.  A webquest is a directed journey through internet sites in search of a greater understanding of the topic and the question at hand.  You may use the resources below to create one or design it all out on paper and turn in.  You could email the address to me as well at Bill.Flint@hanoverhorton.org or check the website.  A webquest (or a website with this information) includes the following:

· Title Page
Title, Curriculum, Description, Pictures, etc. 

· Introduction
Give background information so the participant understands the time frame and what is occurring.  History!
· Tasks
What are the purposes for the webquests?  What is the participant attempting to accomplish?  Are there different roles/perspectives to see the situation from?  Activities for the person to accomplish.  Include a set of questions with answers that the “teacher” could use to see if the person comprehends Joan.  Make sure the items under the objective are accomplished.  
· Process
What do I need to do to fulfill the task(s)?  Include web sites, possibly books, maybe even a video, music, or sounds that would add to the experience.
· Evaluation
Rubric for evaluation.  Normally this would be a rubric for the teacher to evaluate how the participant performed on the quest.  
Objective: Understand the Hundred Year’s War and its causes and impact on later life.


      Explain Joan of Arc’s role in the war


      Explain her accomplishments and problems she faced


      Explain her battle at Orleans


      Explain her trial

Evaluate the validity of who she was and what happened to her.  How can her    accomplishments be explained or can’t they.  Include an opportunity for the participant to argue who Joan was.   Be able to explain who she was.
