Nomination procedure





Caucus – meeting of people to make decisions





Primary – election before the general to determine party candidates.





Convention – entire party gathered to nominate candidate or establish rules or make decisions.





Rarely used today.  Iowa is most known for this procedure





Used after delegates have been determined by the states.





Open – anyone can vote - Michigan





Closed – only members of the party can vote





Determine delegates and candidate or just one of the two.





Meet all night, lots of variation on how, what, when actions are carried out
