The more effort you put into it the more you’ll get out of it.  Each group will create a lawn poster, slogan on a button, national convention speech, and party platform on a variety of issues.  If you have more than 4 in a group, please make an extra sign or in you have 6 in a group please make an extra speech.

Lawn poster – size of a piece of paper with the colors of your party.  Party name, candidate name must be included.  The better it looks the better the grade.  15 pts.

Slogan on a button – Develop a slogan or motto for your candidate.  It must be catchy to be remembered, but not offensive or derogatory.  Cut out a large circle from a piece of paper to be used as the button.  15 pts.  

Speech – The speech would be one given at the national convention.  In it you must explain who the candidate is, why he/she wants to be president, and what he/she will do for America.  It must be at least 5 minutes long and over a written page in length.  25 pts. 

Organize your views on the issues into a neat and clean explanation of each issue.  Each issue must have a stance taken on it and a plan for the future.  Include at least 12 issues to take a stand on.  Every issue above that up to 20 will be extra credit.  25 pts.

Fill out character profile: 10 pts.
