Ancient American Civilizations Plus

 There is a little change of pace for this next chapter.  There will be a couple of tasks that you must undertake, but the results should be pleasant.  You must complete the quiz or take notes on the heading/subheading portion for that day then may choose between the book or the travel plan. 
Heading:  We will read certain parts out of the book or separate articles to make sure everything is covered.  You will be responsible for this information.
Travel Plan:  Create a travel plan to visit the remnants of one of the following ancient civilizations:  Incas, Aztecs, or Mayans.  The trip would be for about a week and you would need to stay within a reasonable distance of your hotel and beginning location.  Include in your brochure the following concepts:

1. Front cover includes pictures of the location and name of location

2.  Cost of trip including airfare, hotel, any other activities planned.  
3. Typical cuisine available for consumption while you are there.  What do the people eat?
4. Background to the civilization – who are they today; remnants (for instance, are there still people with Aztec blood alive?)
5. Explanation of what could be toured and visited (can go with itinerary)
6. Description of the civilization including way of life, trade, warfare, accomplishments, skills, government, hierarchy of society and other pertinent information, religion, traditions, stories  (need 7 of the 10 for full credit)
7. Technical words incorporated into to pamphlet.  Define them as part of sentence.  (at least 10)

8. Pictures of artifacts and locations incorporated into pamphlet.  Do not just give a bunch at the end.(5)
9. Itinerary (detailed list of where you are going each day) more in depth than what may be found on the internet.
10. Works Cited ( Don’t forget 
Due date:  September  17th It is due at the bell.
Work Ethic:  Twenty-Five percent (25%) of your grade will be derived from what you accomplish each day.  You must get each day signed that day in order to get points for what you accomplished.  You must come to me and have me sign what you did.  If I saw you playing games or had problems, I will not sign your paper and you will lose points.  Failure to use your time wisely (I don’t care if you “say” you’re working on it at home) will lose enough points to be at a “C” before your project has even been turned in.    

Extra Credit  - For up to 10 additional points (10% of the total project), you may create a sampling of the ancient or if not possible local cuisine.  This food has to be authentic and must be shared with those that are willing to live on the fiesta side of life.  You must also provide us with the background of the food if possible, and the recipe with ingredients.  If you have three members in your group you must do the extra credit for a maximum of 5 points.
