b. Charles V Abdicates

i.  Gave up titles and entered monastery

ii. Gave Hapsburg to brother Ferdinand

iii. Gave Spain, Netherlands, parts of Italy to son Philip

B. Philip II

a. Centralizing Power

i. Spanish silver from Americas a powerhouse

ii. Somber, religious, homebody – stayed at Escorial

iii. Enforced religious unity and brought the inquisition against the Protestants
b. Battles in Mediterranean and the Netherlands

i. Defeated Ottomans in Med.

ii. Attacked BENELUX countries who resisted high taxes and autocracy

iii. Protestants declared independence from Spain – called Dutch Netherlands

c. Armanda Sails against England

i. Elizabeth encouraged attacks against Spain

1. Sea dogs- Francis Drake

2. Dutch rebellion

ii. Armada created to invade England
1. 130 ships, 2400 artillery

2. weather along with fast, light English ships destroyed the slow moving Spanish ships 

d. Empire Declines

i. Ships destroyed

ii. Poorer ships

iii. Overseas wars drained  (lesson to be learned?)

iv. Expelled skilled workers in Jews and Muslims

v. Money from Americas – made Spanish neglect farming/economy at home

vi. Massive inflation
